PROBLEM STATEMENT

Omha is a variation of the card gane Poker. The rules are as follows:

Each pl ayer holds 4 cards.

There are 5 conmunal cards on the table, which are part of everyone's total hand
of 9 cards.

Each pl ayer nust nmke the best hand possible out of 2 of the cards he/she is

hol ding and 3 of the cards on the table.

Gven a String[] of a player's held cards and a String[] of the communal cards,
return the best hand the player has.

Each el enent of both of the String[] inputs will be a 2 character String. The
first character will represent the value and the second will represent the suit.

Here are the card values in increasing order, where 2 is the lowest and Ais the
hi ghest :

2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9, T,J,QK A (note the A, or ace, cannot be 1)

Here are the different card suits (order does not matter--there cannot be flushes
possible in 2 different suits):

C,DHS

The order of the hands goes as follows:

straight flush (5 cards, sequentially ordered, all of the sane suit)
4 of a kind (4 cards of the sane val ue)

full house (3 cards of one value and 2 of another)

flush (5 cards of the sane suit)

straight (5 cards sequentially ordered)

3 of a kind (3 cards of the sane val ue)

Each hand beats all the hands belowit. So a straight flush beats everything, a
4 of a kind beats everything except straight flush, a full house beats everything
except a 4 of a kind and a straight flush, and so forth.

The return will be of the following format (quotes added for clarity):
"THREE OF A KIND ?"

"? H GH STRAI GHT"

"? H GH FLUSH"

"FULL HOUSE ? OVER ?"

"FOUR OF A KIND ?"

"? H GH STRAI GHT FLUSH'

Where the ? represents a single character card value (as shown bel ow).

The followi ng section explains which hand wins given two of the sane type:

*strai ght flush:

The hi gher straight flush wins. The nethod should return "? H GH STRAI GHT
FLUSH'. For exanple, "5S","6S","7S"',"8S","9S" beats "4S","5S","6S","7S","8S"
Here, the "9 H GH STRAI GHT FLUSH' woul d beat the "8 H GH STRAI GHT FLUSH' so the
nmet hod would return "9 H GH STRAI GHT FLUSH".

*4 of a kind:

The higher 4 of a kind wins. The nethod should return "FOUR OF A KIND ?". For
exanple, 4 9s beats 4 4s, and the nmethod would return "FOUR OF A KIND 9", not the
worse "FOUR OF A KIND 4"

*full house:

The full house with the higher value 3 of a kind wins. After that, choose the
hi ghest possible pair. For exanple, "9D',"9S","TC',"TD',"TS" beats
"9C',"9D',"9S","JD',"JS" (since three Ts beats three 9s). The nethod shoul d
return "FULL HOUSE ? OVER ?", where the first ? is the three of a kind, and the



second ? is the pair. Thus in this exanple, the "FULL HOUSE T OVER 9" beats
"FULL HOUSE 9 OVER J"

*fl ush:

As nmentioned, there can only be a flush of one suit on the table in Omaha.

Choose the highest 3 cards of that suit fromthe table and the highest 2 cards of
that suit fromthe player's hand. The nethod should return "? H GH FLUSH'. So
for exanple, "2S","3S","9S","JS","QS" would return "Q H GH FLUSH".

*straight:

The hi gher straight wins (same as the rule for straight flush above). The nethod
should return "? H GH STRAIGHT". Thus "6C',"7D"',"8D',"9C","TS" would return "T
HI GH STRAI GHT".

*3 of a kind:

Choose the highest 3 of a kind. The nmethod should return "THREE OF A KIND ?".
For example, if the best hand is three Ks, the method would return "THREE CF A
KIND K".

The nethod signature is:

String bestHand(String[] held, String[] comunal)
Be sure your nethod is public.

TopCoder will ensure the follow ng:
*held will contain exactly 4 elenents, formatted as above.

*conmmunal will contain exactly 5 elenents, formatted as above.
*all 9 cards will be unique.

*there will be at least a 3 of a kind possible.

*there will be no spaces in the input.

NOTE:

-The return String may not have | eading, trailing, or extra spaces.

-For both straight flush and straight, the sequence cannot wrap. For exanple, the
foll owi ng sequence is not a straight because "2S" cannot cone after "AS"
"28","3C',"4D", "5H", "AS".

EXAMPLES
Al'l quotes added for clarity

1)

hel d={"9S","TS","JS", "9D"}

conmunal ={"5S", "KS", "AS", "2C", "4H"}
The best hand is a flush:
"58","TS","JS", "KS", " AS"

"A H GH FLUSH'

2)

hel d={"9S","TS","JS","9D"}

conmunal ={"5S", "KS", "AS","2C","9C"}

Even though there is a 3 of a kind of 9s possible, the flush is still the highest
hand:

"58","TS","JS", "KS", " AS"

"A H GH FLUSH"

3)
hel d={"4C","4D"',"TS","JS"}
conmunal ={"5S", "KS", "AS", "4S", "4H"}



The 4 of a kind beats the flush.
"FOUR OF A KI ND 4"

4)

hel d={"AS", "KS","Q5","2C"}

conmunal ={"5S","6S","TD',"JD", "QC"}

Since you nust use 3 cards fromthe table and 2 fromthe held cards, a flush
cannot be made. The best hand is instead the straight:

"TD',"JD',"QC', "KS", "AS"

"A H GH STRAI GHT"

5)

The best hand is the three of a kind.
"THREE OF A KIND Q'

The best hand is a full house, using the two @ fromthe held cards, and the Q
and two 5s fromthe conmunal cards.

"FULL HOUSE Q OVER 5"

hel d={" AS", "KS","AC", "KC"}

comunal ={"TS","JS","Q@","JC',"QC"}

There is a straight flush on the table, using the spades. The nethod shoul d
return:

"A H GH STRAI GHT FLUSH'
